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ORDER:

In the Government Order first read above, the Government have issued
orders directing that the tuition fees, special fees, cost of books i.e. one
prescribed text book for each subject, and hostel fees if any of the first ten
rank holders each in Medical, Dental, Engineering, Agriculture and Veterinary
Sciences for the entire professional courses be met by the Government from

1996-1997 onwards.

2. In the Government Order second read above, among others,
Government have issued the following orders:-
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3. In the Government Order third read above, among others,
Government have issued guidelines for the First Graduate fee concession
scheme.

4. In the letter fourth read above, the Registrar, Tamil Nadu
Agricultural University has stated that the Government have issued orders
vide reference second read above extending fee concession to the Top 10
rank holders from families without Graduates by exempting tuition fees,
special fees, examination fees, cost of instruments, cost of text books i.e.,
one prescribed text book for each subject and hostel fees. The Government
have also directed that such expenditure may be initially met under
University funds and subsequently get reimbursement from the Government.
Accordingly, this fee concession scheme is being implemented in Tamil Nadu
Agricultural University since 1997-98 duly meeting the expenditure initially
under Tamil Nadu Agricultural University funds and subsequently got
reimbursed from the Government.

5. The Registrar, Tamil Nadu Agricultural University has further stated
that, accordingly, during the year 2019-20, 40 Top ten rank holders from
families -of non-graduated (2019-20 batch Fresh and 2016-17, 2017-18 and
2018-19 batches renewal) were permitted to avail fee concession under the
“Free Education to Students from Families without Graduates” based on the
Government Orders. In this regard, a sum of Rs.19,80,297/- was incurred as
expenditure and initially met under University funds in anticipation of
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subsequent reimbursement from the Government. The year wise expenditure
details are as follows:-

7. The Government after careful examination accept the proposal of
the Registrar, Tamil Nadu Agricultural University and accordingly sanction a
sum of Rs.19,80,297/-(Rupees Nineteen Lakh Eighty Thousand Two Hundred
and Ninety Seven only) as detailed below towards reimbursement of the
expenditure incurred in connection with fee concession extended to
40 Top ten rank holders from non graduated families for the academic years
2016-2017 to 2019-2020, subject to the condition that Tamil Nadu
Agricultural University should follow the First Graduate fee concession
