In the Government Order 1st read above, orders were issued for
pubfication of Preliminary Notifications both in English and Tamil under
clause (d) of sub-section 1 of section 9 read with section 3 of the Tamil
Nadu Agricultural Produce Marketing (Regulation) Act, 1987 declaring the
regulation of purchase and sale of the agricultural produces in the notified
market areas of Regulated Markets under the Market Committees
that were functioning then in the State and the said Notifications were
published vide Tamil Nadu Government Gazette 2™ read above.
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2. In the Government Order 3™ read above, certain amendments
were made to the Preliminary Notifications issued vide Government Order
1st read above and the same were published in the Tamil Nadu
Government Gazette 4" read above. -

3. In the mean time, new Market Committees and Regulated
Markets were established and as such, 284 Regulated Markets are
functioning under 27 Market Committees as of now in Tamil Nadu.

4. At this juncture, the following announcement has inter-alia been
made in the Agriculture Budget 2021-2022:-

Uniform Notification _of Agricultural Commodities in_all Reqgulated
Markets

“xxx as per the provisions of the Tamil Nadu Agricultural
Produce Marketing (Regulation) Act,1987. In the above said
Act,120 agricultural commodities are placed under the Schedule.
However, 40 commodities alone have been notified in Tamil Nadu.
Also, there is no uniform notification for these 40 commodities in all
Regulated Markets. Instead, they have been notified Market
Committee-wise in a scattered manner, creating difficulties to
farmers and traders.

“In 2007-2008, the then Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu Muthamizh Arignar Kalaignar had announced that uniform
notification of commodities in all Market Committees will be issued
and accordingly the preliminary notification was issued vide
G.0.(Ms) No.361, Agriculture (AM2) Department, dated 12.12.2008
and issue of confirmation notification is still pending. Hence, these
40 commodities will now be notified uniformly and
implemented ”.

5. As per the  above announcement and consequent to the
establishment of new and separate Market Committees of Namakkal,
Tiruppur, Perambalur, Virudhunagar, Sivagangai and Kaliakurichi and
establishment of Regulated Markets, the Commissioner of Agricultural
Marketing and Agri Business in his revised proposal vide his letter 17
read above has requested that his remarks on the Objections /
Suggestions made by the traders / traders Association on the
Preliminary Notification as well as the amendments issued thereon may
be accepted and Confirmation Notification in respect of Uniform
Notification may be issued to regulate the marketing of agricultural
produces in the notified market areas of 284 Regulated Markets under 27
Market Committees, as provided in clause (d) of sub-section (1) of
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section 9 of the Tamil Nadu Agricultural Produce Marketing (Regulation)
Act, 1987.

6. The Government, after careful examination, accept the proposal
of the Commissioner of Agricultural Marketing and Agri Business and
direct that the Notifications appended to this order be published
confirming the Preliminary Notification declaring the regulation of
purchase and sale of agricultural produces in the notified market areas of
284 Regulated Markets Under 27 Market Committees in Tamil Nadu
under clause (d) of sub-section (1) of section 9 of the Tamil Nadu
Agricultural Produce Marketing (Regulation) Act, 1987 (Tamil Nadu Act 27
of 1989).

7. The Government also direct that the Notifications along with the
list of agricultural produces that are to be regulated as mentioned in
Annexure I as well as the list of 284 Regulated Markets under 27 Market
Committees as indicated in Annexure II which will regulate the said
agricultural produces as appended to this orders be published both in
English and Tamil in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette and a copy of
the Notification as published in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette will
also be published In Tamil in village supplement to all the District
Government Gazettes within one month after the date of publication of
the Notification in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette.

8. The Works Manager, Government Central Press, Chennai-1 is
requested to send four copies of the Notifications as published in the
Tamil Nadu Government Gazette to the Director of Information and Public
Relations, Chennai-600009 and he is requested to arrange for the
publication of the Notifications in two Tamil Dailies having wide circulation
In the Districts, except Chennai, within one month after the publication of
the Notification in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette.

9. All the Market Committee Secretaries are requested to ensure
the said publications of the Notifications in two Tamil Dailies in
consultation with the Department of Information and Public Relations and
send the two copies of the above said two dailies details to Government in
Agricultural and Farmers Welfare (AM2) Department for reference and
record.

10. The Director of Information and Public Relations Department,
Chennai-9 is also requested to send the bill of cost towards Publication
of notification directly to the respective Market Committee Secretary for
settlement.

11. The Works Manager, Government Central Press, Chennai-1 is
requested to send 100 copies of Notification as published in the Tamil
Nadu Government Gazette and the Branch Managers, Government Branch
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Press are requested to send 4 copies of the Notification as published
in the District Gazettes to Government in Agriculture and Farmers Welfare
(AM2) Department for reference and record.
