NOTIFICATION - I.

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 4 of the Tamil Nadu Forest
Act, 1882 (Tamil Nadu Act V of 1882), the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby declares
that it is proposed to constitute the land within the boundaries specified in the
Schedule below as a reserved forest and appoints the Special Tahsildar
(Forest Settlement), Sivagangai, ex-officio to be the Forest Settlement Officer to
exercise the powers under clause (c) of the said section in respect of the said area.

BOUNDARIES.

North.- The boundary starts from the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 44, 46 and
45/2 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village and generally runs towards east,
north along the southern and eastern boundary of Survey Number 44 of No.24,
Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village. Thence, the boundary generally runs towards
east along the southern boundary of Survey Number 45/1B of No.24, Purasapatti
Udaiyarendhal village and reaches tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 45/2, 45/1B
and 50 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village.

East.- Thence, the boundary generally runs towards south along the western
boundary of Survey Number 50 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village and
reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 45/2, 50 and 49 of No.24,
Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village.

South.- Thence, the boundary generally runs towards southwest, west along the
northern boundary of Survey Numbers 49, 48 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal
village and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 45/2, 48 and 47 of
No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village.

West.- Thence, the boundary generally runs towards northwest, north along the
eastern boundary of Survey Numbers 47, 46 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal
village and reaches the starting point.

BIT-ll (Survey Number 57)

North.- The boundary starts from the junction point of Survey Numbers 42, 44, 57
and 180 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village and generally runs towards
southeast along the southwestern boundary of Survey Number 44 of No.24,
Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village and thence runs towards south along the western
boundary of Survey Number 46 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village. Thence
the boundary generally runs towards south, southeast, east along the west and
southwest boundary of Survey Number 47 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal
village and southern boundary of Survey Numbers 48 and 49 of No.24, Purasapatti
Udaiyarendhal village. Thence the boundary generally runs towards southeast,
northeast and north along the southern and eastern boundary of Survey Number 53
and eastern boundary of Survey Number 54 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal
village. Thence the boundary runs towards east along the southern boundary of
Survey Number 56 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village and reaches the
junction point of Survey Numbers 57, 56 of No.24, Purasapatti Udaiyarendhal village
and Survey Numbers 244, 260 of No.25, Mallal village.

East.- Thence, the boundary generally runs towards south along the western
boundary of Survey Numbers 260, 261, 262, 265 and 266 of No.25, Mallal village
and reaches the tri-junction village point of No.25, Mallal village (at Survey
Number 266), No.62, Melappidavur (at Survey No.264) vilage and No.24,
Purasapatti Udaiyarenthal village (at Survey Number 57).

Thence the
boundary generally runs towards west and northwest along the northern and north
western boundary Survey Numbers 175 and 298 of No.61, Soorakulam village and
reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 185, 57 of No.24, Purasapatti
Udaiyarenthal village and Survey Number 298 of No.61, Soorakulam village.
