In exercise of the powers conferred by section 4 of the Tamil Nadu Forest
Act, 1882 (Tamil Nadu Act V of 1882), the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby declares

BIT-l (Survey Number 117/1)

North.- The boundary starts from the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 117/1, 127
and 118 of No.33, Kalathur village and generally runs towards east along the southern
boundary of Survey Number 118 of No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the tri-junction
point of Survey Numbers 117/1, 118 and 104 of No.33, Kalathur village.

East and South.- Thence the boundary generally runs towards southwest, southeast,
southwest along the western and southern boundary of Survey Number 104 of No.33,
Kalathur village. Thence the boundary generally runs towards west, south, east, south,
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west, south, southeast, south, east along the northern, western, southern, western,
southern, western, southern and western boundary of Survey Number 108 of No.33,
Kalathur village. Thence the boundary generally runs towards south, west, south, west
along the western, northern, western and northern boundary of Survey Number 116 of
No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the tri junction point of Survey Numbers 117/1,
116 and 127 of No.33, Kalathur village.

West.- Thence the boundary generally runs towards north along the eastern boundary
of Survey Number 127 of No.33, Kalathur village and reach the starting point.

BIT-ll (Survey Numbers 3 & 21)

North.- The boundary starts from the tri junction point of Survey Numbers 3, 2 of
No.33, Kalathur village and Survey Number 249 of No.63, Mithravoyal village,
Karaikudi taluk and generally runs towards east along the common village boundary of
No.63, Mithravoyal village, Karaikudi taluk (at Survey Number 249 of Mithravoyal
village) and No.33, Kalathur village (at Survey Number 3) and thence runs towards
southeast, east along the southwestern and southern boundary of Survey Number 19
of No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the tri junction point of Survey Numbers 19, 183
and 21 of No.33, Kalathur village.

East.- Thence the boundary generally runs towards south along the western boundary
of Survey Number 183 of No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the tri junction point of
Survey Numbers 21, 183 and 22 of No.33, Kalathur village.

South.- Thence the boundary generally runs towards west, south, west, northeast,
west, south, southwest along the northern and western boundary of Survey
Number 22 of No.33, Kalathur village and thence runs towards northwest and north
along the northeastern and eastern boundary of Survey Number 28 of No.33, Kalathur
village. Thence the boundary runs towards north and northwest along the eastern and
northern boundary of Survey Number 20 of No.33, Kalathur village. Thence the
boundary generally runs towards west along the northern boundary of Survey
Numbers 4, 5, 6 and 10 of No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the tri junction point of
Survey Numbers 10, 2 and 3 of No.33, Kalathur village.

West.- Thence the boundary generally runs towards north along the eastern boundary
of Survey Number 2 of No.33, Kalathur village and reaches the starting point.
