In exercise of the powers conferred by section 16-A of the Tamil Nadu Forest
(Amendment) Act, 1882 (Tamil Nadu Act, 18 of 2019), the Governor of Tamil Nadu
hereby declares that the land vested with the Government under the Gudalur Janman
Estate (Abolition and Conversion into Ryotwari) Act, 1969 (Tamil Nadu Act, 24 of
1969) and already determined as forest by the Settlement Officer under the said Act,
the area, and boundaries of which are specified in the Schedule below, as reserved
forest.

BOUNDARIES.

North.- The boundary line starting from the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 241,
242 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village and the boundary runs generally towards
northwest along the northeastern side of Survey No0.242 and then runs generally
towards northeast along the southeastern boundaries of Survey Numbers 243, 244,
245, 246 and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 672, 246 and 247/3 of
No.4, Cherumulli village.

East.- Thence, the boundary runs generally towards south along the western side of
Survey Numbers 672, 674, 675, 676, 677 and 679 of No.4, Cherumulli village and it
reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 679, 263 and 247/3 of No.4,
Cherumulli village.

South and West.- Thence, the boundary runs generally towards west along the
northern side of Survey No. 263 and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers
263, 262 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence, it runs towards north, west
along the eastern and northern side of Survey No.262 and reaches the tri-junction
point of Survey Numbers 262, 247/2 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence,
the boundary runs generally towards southwest and south along the northwest and
western side of Survey No. 247/2 and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers
261, 260 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence, the boundary runs generally
towards west along the northern side of Survey Numbers 260 and 259 of No.4,
Cherumulli village and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey Numbers 259, 251 and
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247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence, it runs towards north along the eastern side
of Survey No.251 and turns towards southeast and north along the southeast and
eastern side of Survey No.250 and then runs generally towards east, northeast along
the eastern side of Survey No. 249 and then turns towards northwest and southwest
along the northeast and northwest side of Survey No.249 and reaches the tri-junction
point of Survey Numbers 249, 248 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence, the
boundary runs towards northwest, west and turns south along the eastern, northern
and western side of Survey No.248 and reaches the tri-junction point of Survey
Numbers 248, 247/1 and 247/3 of No.4, Cherumulli village. Thence, it turns towards
west along the northern side of Survey Number 247/1 of No.4, Cherumulli village and it
reaches the starting point.
