Cable TV Workers Welfare Board

Tamil Nadu, is a state with great potential, in which the cable
industry provides employment opportunities to a substantial work
force. To promote the welfare of these workers the Government
constituted a separate Welfare Board namely the “Cable TV
Workers Welfare Board”.

As per the orders of the Hon’ble Chief Minister a meeting of
this Board was presided by the Hon’ble Minister for Information
Technology on the 4" of November, 2009 at Secretariat with
Official and Non-Official members.

The various welfare measures to be implemented and the
guidelines to be adopted in implementing the welfare measures
through the Welfare Board were discussed in detail. Based on the
guidelines formulated, the forms for the enrolment of membership
and other forms for availing the welfare measures are to be printed
and distributed to the prospective members. All enrolled members
will be provided with a Photo Identity Card. Subsequent to this
action will be taken to provide the welfare assistance requested by
the members.

The Hon’ble Minister for Information Technology advised
the Officials to expedite the works relating to provision of

assistance so as to disburse the same to the beneficiaries at the
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carliest. It is expected that about 30000 members would be
benefited under this scheme. The Hon’ble Chief Minister has
allocated Rs 50 Lakh to the Welfare Board for the implementation
of the welfare measures.

The important aspect is that the Cable TV Workers who will
be enrolled are also eligible to avail assistance under Dr Kalaignar
Health Insurance Scheme.
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
