future for Tamil Nadu. 

 Furthermore, the State has undertaken ambitious endeavours under the Green Tamil 

Nadu Mission, striving to increase the current green cover from 23.8% to 33%, and the 

Wetlands Mission, dedicated to ecologically restoring the state's wetlands. 

 Additionally, with the recent launch of the Tamil Nadu Coastal Restoration Mission, 

the State is committed to strengthening its coastal resilience and enhancing coastal 

biodiversity. 

 This collaboration between Tamil Nadu Green Climate Company and the Shiv Nadar 

University underscores a shared commitment to environmental sustainability and sets a 

precedent for impactful green initiatives.
