STUDY TOUR TO OTHER STATES FOR TAMIL NADU FISH FARMERS

The valedictory function of the ten days study tour to other states
organized by the Fisheries Department under the National Agriculture
Development Programme (NADP) for the benefit of Tamil Nadu Fish Farmers
was held on 21.05.2008 at Fisheries Staff Training Institute, Chennai. The Joint
Director of Fisheries (Regional) Chennai presided the function, interacted with
the farmers and issued certificates.

The Department of Fisheries is organizing a ten days study tour to the
places of fisheries importance in other states such as Andhra Pradesh, Orissa
and West Bengal to benefit 300 Tamil Nadu Fish Farmers at an estimated cost of
Rs.18.00 lakhs with an aim to give exposure on recent / modern technologies in
fish culture so as to enhance the unit fish production in Tamil Nadu. The study
tour will be organized in ten batches and in two focused area i.e. Inland Fish
Culture and Coastal Aquaculture. The beneficiary farmers for the training will be
identified district-wise and the entire study tour expenditure will be met by the
Government under National Agriculture Development Programme (NADP).

The Commissioner of Fisheries, Thiru. Shambhu Kallolikar, I.A.S., flagged
off the first batch of farmers study tour comprising the beneficiaries from
Kancheepuram, Thiruvallur, Cuddalore and Vilupuram on 12.05.2008 from
Chennai. The Commissioner of Fisheries in his speech during the inaugural
function advised the farmers to utilize this opportunity to collect the latest vital
information on fish culture and match their fish production against the highest

productivity achieved by their counter parts in other states.



The team visited private fish farms / Government Institutions at Kakinada,
Bheemavaram, Nellore in Andhra Pradesh and Central Institute of Freshwater
Aquaculture (CIFA) at Bhubaneswar in Orissa. The Farmer’s study tour
feedback revealed that the visit was an eye opener to correct their present
practices on scientific lines and will definitely help them to increase their
production as well as their income.

In the valedictory function held on 21.5.08 representatives of fish farmers
thanked the Government for having given them chance to learn the fish culture
practices undertaken in other States. They assured of implementing the
advanced technologies in their farms for the betterment of inland fishery wealth.
