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Having weathered 50 cyclones in the past century, Tamil Nadu, with the
second-largest coastline in India, remains under constant threat. Recent
torrential rainfall in southern districts adds to the woes post cyclone
Michaung.

Hon'ble Tamil Nadu Finance Minister Thiru. Thangam Thenarasu,
Thoothukkudi MP Tmt. Kanimozhi and senior officials briefed Hon'ble Union
Finance Minister Tmt. Nirmala Sitharaman about the current situation and



They handed over a
comprehensive 72-page memorandum underscoring the critical need for
funds in response, relief, and restoration efforts.

With only limited fund available under SDRF, the damage far exceeds
the current resources.
